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2012 PENNANT CONDITIONS

(A GRADE, A RESERVE)

District Golf Association Pennants are governed by the Match Committee of the ACT Monaro District Golf Association, and in these Conditions, where the word "DGA Match Committee" is used, it means the Match Committee of the ACT Monaro District Golf Association.

These conditions are specific to A & A Reserve Grade Pennants and are to be read in conjunction with the 2012 Pennant Conditions (All Grades). 

The Match Committee of the ACT Monaro District Golf Association reserves the right to alter or vary these Conditions at any time.

PLAYER ELIGIBILITY

Limit on A Grade Pennant player competing in other Pennant Divisions 

A player who has played more than two individual matches  in A Grade Pennant during 2012 is not eligible to play in A Reserve Division of Pennant in 2012.  This rule may be waived upon written application to the DGA Captain.
FINALS SERIES AND PENNANT WINNER

In the Finals the winner of the Contest is the Team that secures the greater number of Individual Match Points.

A Grade Pennant

The two Clubs that secure the greatest number of points in each division at the conclusion of the Preliminary Rounds will proceed to the semi finals.

If two or more Clubs have an equal number of Pennant Table Points at the end of the preliminary rounds then the Countback arrangements for Pennant Table will be used to determine each Club's respective position on the Pennant Table.  

Final Series

· Semi-Final No. 1

The Club which finished first in division 1 versus the second placed team from Division 2.
To be played at a neutral venue determined by the DGA.
· Semi-Final No. 2

The Club placed second in division 1 versus the Club placed first in Division 1.
To be played at a neutral venue determined by the DGA.

The winner of Semi-Final No 1 and the winner of Semi-Final No. 2 will play in the Grand Final at a Neutral Venue determined by the DGA.

The winner of the Pennant will be the Team that secures the greater number of Individual Match Points in the Grand Final.
A Reserve Pennant

The Club that secures the greatest number of Pennant Table Points at the conclusion of the Preliminary Rounds in Section I and Section II is the respective winner of that Section.  

The Club with the second highest number of Pennant Table Points in each respective Section will be declared the runner-up in that Section.  

If two or more Clubs have an equal number of Pennant Table Points at the end of the preliminary rounds then Countback arrangements for Pennant Table will be used to determine each Club's respective position on the Pennant Table.  

The winners and runners-up of each Section will proceed through to the Final series.

To be played at a neutral venue determined by the DGA

· Semi-Final No. 2

Winner of Section II versus Runner-up in Section I.

To be played at a neutral venue determined by the DGA.

The winner of Semi-Final No 1 and the winner of Semi-Final No. 2 will play in the Grand Final at a Neutral Venue determined by the DGA.
The winner of the Pennant will be the Team that secures the greater number of Individual Match Points in the Grand Final.
