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2012 PENNANT CONDITIONS

(JUNIOR and

ENCOURAGE JUNIOR DIVISIONS)

District Golf Association Pennants are governed by the Match Committee of the ACT Monaro District Golf Association, and in these Conditions, where the word "DGA Match Committee" is used, it means the Match Committee of the ACT Monaro District Golf Association.

These conditions are specific to Junior and/or Encourage Junior Pennant and are to be read in conjunction with the 2012 Pennant Conditions (All Grades). 

The Match Committee of the ACT Monaro District Golf Association reserves the right to alter or vary these Conditions at any time.
Teeing Ground

All play should be from the championship markers or red markers as outlined below unless adverse course conditions prevent the setting up the course in this manner. 

In Junior Pennant the teeing ground is to be from the championship markers as set by the Host Club on the day.  (ie both male and female players use the same teeing ground).

In Encourage Junior Pennant the teeing ground is as follows:

· male golfers play from the championship marker teeing ground

· female golfers play from the ladies marker teeing ground.

ORDER OF PLAY

In Junior Pennant players can be listed in any order on the Team Sheet. (i.e.  there is no requirement to select a Team in order of handicap)

In Encourage Junior Pennant players must be listed in ascending order of handicap on the Team sheet for players 1-6. (i.e. lowest handicap plays at No 1).  

Teams will hit off in reverse order to the Team list (i.e. No 6 player(s) first and No 1 player(s) last). 

The honour shall be decided by the toss of a coin between representatives of the competing clubs.

Junior, and Encourage Junior Pennant is played in groups of four as two individual matches per time slot.

PLAYER ELIGIBILITY

General 

Special Rule for Encourage Pennant
A club that has excess players in any round may loan those players to another club for that week.  The purpose of this clause is to get as many junior players as possible playing pennant.  Guidelines will be determined by the DGA Captain.
Any issues arising from player eligibility for finals will be determined by the DGA Captain and/or the DGA Match Committee.

For the 2012 Pennant Season, the DGA have allowed a joint team from Yowani & Gold Creek Clubs in the Junior Division.

Male golfers with an official GA handicap are eligible to play in Junior and Encourage Junior Pennant.  

Female players with an official WGA handicap are eligible to play in Junior Pennant and Encourage Junior Pennant.  

Age limits – Junior Pennant and Encourage Junior Pennant

Male and female players are eligible to play in Junior and Encourage Junior Pennant provided the player is under the age of 18 years on 5th February 2012.  

HANDICAPS

A maximum GA or GAW handicap limit of 36 for boys and 45 for girls will apply for Encourage Junior Pennant.

Penalty – The Team fielding a player who plays off a handicap higher than their actual handicap shall forfeit the individual match to the opposing Team.
Allocation of handicap strokes

In Handicap Match Play the order of holes at which handicap strokes are to be given or received shall be in accordance with the Members or Men’s Match Play Index as applicable on the Score Card of the Host Club.  There is no allowance for differing pars between the Men’s & Women’s courses on the Score card.
Where these Conditions require a Handicap Match Play match that ends all square after 18 holes to continue (i.e. Junior Encourage Grand Final) the play-off should start at the hole where the match began (i.e. the 1st hole) and handicap strokes should be allowed as in the prescribed round until one player wins a hole. 

FINALS SERIES AND PENNANT WINNER

In all Semi-Finals and Grand Finals the winner of the Contest is the Team that secures the greater number of Individual Match Points.  

Junior Pennant 

The two highest placed Clubs on the Pennant Table at the conclusion of the preliminary rounds shall contest the Final at a Neutral Venue determined by the DGA. 

If two or more Clubs have an equal number of Pennant Table Points at the end of the preliminary rounds then the Countback arrangements for the  Pennant Table will be used to determine each Club's respective position on the Pennant Table.  

Final

The winner of the Pennant will be the Team that secures the greater number of Individual Match Points in the Final. 

Encourage Junior

The Club that secures the greatest number of Pennant Table Points at the conclusion of the preliminary rounds in Section I and Section II is the respective winner of that Section.  

The Club with the second highest number of Pennant Table Points in each Section will be declared the runner-up in that Section.  

If two or more Clubs have an equal number of Pennant Table Points at the end of the preliminary rounds then Countback arrangements for Pennant Table will be used to determine each Club's respective position on the Pennant Table.  

The winners and runners-up of each Section will proceed to the Final series.

Final Series
· Semi-Final No. 1

Winner of Section I versus Runner-up in Section II.

To be played at a neutral venue determined by the DGA.

· Semi-Final No. 2

Winner of Section II versus Runner-up in Section I.

To be played at neutral venue determined by the DGA.

The winner of Semi-Final No 1 and the winner of Semi-Final No. 2 will play in the Grand Final at a Neutral Venue determined by the DGA.

The winner of the Pennant will be the Team that secures the greater number of Individual Match Points in the Grand Final.
